APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

SUBSTRATE QUALITY / PRE-TREATMENT

All surfaces must be structurally sound, clean, and free
of dust, grease, oil, wax, curing compound and any
loose or contaminating materials which will inhibit
proper bond.

Dusty concrete or masonry should be swept clean and
dampened with water prior to the application of
SUPRACOAT SKIM COAT.

New concrete must be allowed to cure for 6 weeks,
with sufficient falls provided to avoid ponding on the
finishing membrane surface.

For dry or high absorbing substrates, moisten the sur-
face with water prior to application. It is the user’s re-
sponsibility to determine the condition and suitability
of all surfaces prior to application.

Cement-rendered surfaces should be left to dry out
for a period of 7 days before the application of SUPRA-
COAT SKIM COAT.

MIXING

Add SUPRACOAT SKIM COAT to clean water. Mix thor-
oughly using low-speed mechanical mixer until lump
free, creamy consistency and uniform paste is
achieved. Ensure the mix is free from lumps before
use
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APPLICATION

SUPRACOAT SKIM COAT is applied using a steel trowel
and will remain workable for approximately 60
minutes after mixing depending on surrounding condi-
tion.

It can be finished with soft hair brush or trowelled
smooth. The recommended application thickness is
between 1-3 mm.

For thicker application with several layers, the layers
underneath must be dry before applying subsequent
layer.

It is important to protect the product during place-
ment and whilst curing from direct sunlight and winds.
This is to prevent rapid dehydration or desiccation (ex-
cessive moisture loss).

CLEANING OF EQUIPMENT

SUPRACOAT SKIM COAT and tools can be cleaned with
water while it is still wet. Hardened material can be re-
moved mechanically.
